Prvnim $éfem souboru opery se roku 1919 stal Emanuel
Bastl. Za jeho plsobeni byla souc¢asti repertoaru predevsim
Geska opera. Jaroslav Vogel, ktery v jeho $lépéjich pokracoval,
rozsifil Cesky repertoar jesté o opery LeoSe Janacka, jimiz se
zabyval i badatelsky.

Povale¢nou éru zahgjila opera pod vedenim Zdenka
Chalabaly, jenZ objevil fadu péveckych talent(, jakymi byli Jifi
Herold, Ivo Zidek, Zdeika Divakova, V&ra Heroldova & Marie
Steinerova.

Prvni vyznamné zajezdy souboru do zahrani¢i, zejména
do Spanélska a Italie, probéhly za Séfovského obdobi dirigenta
Jifiho Pinkase v 60. a 70. letech. Opétovné se v souboru
opery objevily vyrazné pévecké osobnosti: Eva Kinclova,
Miloslava Ostatnicka, Jozef Abel, Jiti Cep, Jaroslav Hlubek,
Ivan Kusnjer a mnozi dalsi.

V porevoluéni dobé kratce vedl soubor opery rezisér
Miloslav Nekvasil, ktery se zaslouzil o uvedeni dfive
opomijenych tituld: Kubelikovy Veroniky (1991) a Dvofakovy
Armidy (1991). Ctrnact let pak vedl soubor Ludék Golat,
mezi jehoz vyznamné pociny patfilo zejména obohaceni
hudebniho Zivota uvadénim oper na festivalu Janackovy
Hukvaldy. V inscenacich se od roku 1994 uplatriuji také déti
z Operniho studia NDM vedeného Lenkou Zivockou, pro néz
bylo napsano i nékolik autorskych oper.

V letech 2010-2015 byl hudebnim feditelem opery Robert
Jindra, ktery se mimo jiné zaslouzil o zahajeni dramaturgického
cyklu Operni hity 20. stoleti, v ramci néhoz byla inscenovana
velka dila tohoto obdobi, napfiklad Stravinského Zivot
prostopasnika (2012), Janackovy Vylety pané Brou&kovy
(2014) ¢&i Prokofjeviv Ohnivy andél (2015). Rozsifil téz
soubor stalych hostujicich solistll a dirigentt o vyrazné domaci
a zahraniéni umeélecké osobnosti. V tomto sméru na néj
navazuje a program dale rozviji i sou¢asny hudebni feditel
opery Jakub Klecker.

Opera NDM je v poslednim desetileti diky své dramaturgii
a vysoké interpretacni urovni vnimana jako jeden z nejlepsich
opernich soubort v Cesku. Mezi véemi soubory Narodniho
divadla moravskoslezského najdeme nejvice nositelG Thalii
pravé v opere, a to hned patnact!



100 YEARS
OF OPERA

The First musical director of the opera was Emanuel Bastl
in 1919. During his time the repertoire consisted mostly of
Czech operas. Jaroslav Vogel, who followed in his footsteps,
enriched the Czech repertoire with Leo$ Janacek's operas, as
he was a great admirer of Janacek’s work.

The post-war era began with musical direction by Zdenék
Chalabala, who discovered a number of talents such as Jifi
Herold, lvo Zidek, Zdenka Divakova, Véra Heroldova and Marie
Steinerova.

The first noteworthy foreign tours of the ensemble to Spain and
ltaly took place during the 60s and 70s, times when conductor
Jifi Pinkas led the opera. The ensemble has again featured
prominent singers: Eva Kinclova, Miloslava Ostatnicka, Jozef
Abel, Jiri Cep, Jaroslav Hlubek, Ilvan Kusnjer and many others.

In the post-revolution period the opera ensemble was briefly
led by director Miloslav Nekvasil, who contributed to the
production of previously neglected titles: Kubelik's Veronika
(1991) and Dvorak's Armida (1991). Over the next fourteen
years the ensemble's musical direction fell under Ludék Golat
who, among many other achievements, started cooperating with
Janackovy Hukvaldy Festival where we performed our operas.
Since 1994, children from the NDM Opera Studio led by Lenka
Zivocka have also been part of the productions and there have
been several author operas written for them.

Robert Jindra was the musical director of the opera
in 2010-2015 and, among other things, he brought to life
a dramaturgical cycle Opera Hits of the 20th Century, which
staged great works of this period such as Stravinsky's
The Rake's Progress (2012), Janagek's The Excursion of Mr.
Broucek (2014) or Prokofiev's The Fiery Angel (2015). He also
extended the set of permanent guest soloists and conductors
with well-known domestic and foreign artistic personalities.
Jakub Klecker, the current musical director of the opera,
continues the program in this respect.

In the last decade, the NDM Opera ensemble has been
perceived as one of the best in the Czech Republic due to its
dramaturgy and high level of interpretation. The opera ensemble
received the highest number of Thalia Awards in the National
Moravian-Silesian Theatre, 15 — to be precise!

The most famous Czech opera, Antonin Dvorak’s masterpiece
Rusalka, has been enchanting audiences since its world
premiere in 1901. The brilliant poetic libretto by Jaroslav Kvapil
was inspired by Andersen's Little Mermaid and ballads by Karel
Jaromir Erben, and has clear symbolic elements of the decadence
in the late 19th century. The opera tells the story of the water
nymph Rusalka, who leaves the safety of her lake home and
becomes a human to win the love of the Prince. The emotionally
unstable Prince betrays her for his momentary enchantment by
another woman and she is then rejected by the human world.
Betrayed, Rusalka becomes a deadly element — a firefly — and
the Prince, among others, dies in her arms. Dvorak tells the story
in a colourful and melodic way: the music is filled with passionate
and expressive images of nature and emotions. Dvorak's opera
ends in a breath-taking catharsis — Rusalka forgives the Prince
who is dying in her arms. This act creates one of the strongest
and incomprehensibly purifying, elusive and beautiful musical
endings in both Czech and international opera.

Giuseppe Verdi's A Masked Ball, which he finished in 1858, is Verdi's
23rd opera (of 28), the first of his last six foremost musical dramas.
The theme of the opera came, albeit marginally, from an historic event
— the assassination of Swedish King Gustav Ill in 1792. That being
said, it is by no means a purely historical-political opera. The main plot
follows the romance between King Gustav lIl and his Hand's wife. The
controversy of forbidden love, responsibility towards a close friend and
the ruler's duties result in a series of misunderstandings that lead to
a tragic conclusion. The libretto offered the composer a number of
contrasting environments to set the story, which he utilised with his
musically dramatic, and theatrical images, alternating intimate and large
opera scenes. The murder of the real King Gustav lll was caused by
a fraught political situation in Europe, and this was one of the reasons
that Verdi's work was censored. The plot was relocated from Sweden
to America, the king became a Boston governor, the names of the
characters changed to English, and the method of assassination was
altered (King Gustav Ill was shot, whereas the Boston governor Richard
is stabbed). The opera had its world premiere in 1859 in Rome, and was
performed during the first season of the National Moravian-Silesian
Theatre. This is the version that will be heard in the 2019/2020 season.

Antonio Salieri's The School of Jealousy is referred to as a “dramma
giocoso,’ which translates to a comic drama. Wolfgang Amadeus
Mozart's finest two operas — Don Giovanni and Cosi fan tutte — are
also comic dramas, and the latter of the two has a similar theme to
Salieri's The School of Jealousy. They are both comedies from the
18th century about relationships, full of disguises and situational
humour in the spirit of Carlo Goldoni. In its time, Salieri's opera became
one of the favorite operas of the famous imperial Kapellmeister, when
60 productions of the opera were performed in opera houses from
Lisbon to Moscow over more than three decades. The main plot of
the story takes place during the rehearsal conducted by someone
else — and very much reminiscent of the opera on libretto by Lorenzo
da Ponte Cosi fan tutte. However, The School of Jealousy is far more
frivolous, filled with extreme explosions of passion and jealousy, in
contrast to the cool indifference shown by the three couples coming
from different social classes.

In the last four decades, Korngold's works, which were meant to be

destroyed by the Nazis — along with many other pieces by Jewish
composers — have been performed more and more often on opera
and concert stages. The popularity of the Dead City continues to
grow and has been presented at many opera houses in Europe and
America. 100 years since its world premiere, the audience in Ostrava
also has the opportunity to see this stunning operal
